For nearly a century Dunsford Village Hall has been at the heart of the village,
physically and metaphorically. For over 70 years it has been the home of DADS and
the place where pantomimes and summer shows have entertained us all.

The usage of the hall has reduced in recent years, especially during the pandemic.
We are in desperate need of funds to continue to operate. The Committee has
recently had to spend a considerable amount of money to rewire the hall, replace
the old boiler and carry out essential maintenance. This work had to be carried out
to comply with new regulations and health and safety requirements.

As a result, our funds are low and so we are organising a number of fund-raising
events which we hope will be supported by the Community, starting with the
Halloween Disco (29" October 2022). Details of all our events will be widely
advertised.
